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To my faithful readers world wide,  

1 Kings 18:21 And Elijah came unto all the people, and said, How long halt ye between two opinions? if the 
LORD be God, follow him: but if Baal, then follow him. And the people answered him not a word. 

Welcome to the corner of walk and don't walk. You have been here before. How long are you going to wait? If 
you wait too long you will have to wait longer.

Then I make up my mind and walk out 
from there. I must not stop. The sign says Walk. I walk out of my confusion.  

I would - but - you would not.  

Matthew 23:37 O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, thou that killest the prophets, and stonest them which are sent unto 
thee, how often would I have gathered thy children together, even as a hen gathereth her chickens under her 
wings, and ye would not!  

May I have your attention please? The sign says walk. Your thoughts are scattered. The light has changed. 
2 Corinthians 10:5 Casting down imaginations, and every high thing that exalteth itself against the knowledge 
of God, and bringing into captivity every thought to the obedience of Christ.  

My strategy for life is to take a good thought into captivity. This good thought will keep me alert. It has an 
inspiring, mood changing, defeat destroying power. I will memorize it, visit it often, practice doing it and bless 
others with it. I will stand for its truth and walk when the light changes. A good thought of truth will keeps my 
mind clear. The truth sets me free from confusion. I walk by faith in the light of truth without fear of failure.
