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We can never experience a truth which we cannot see.
Doubt puts a hold on God’s word.

Doubt is the shovel that digs faith’s grave.

God’s word bulldozes that grave out of the mind.

When the student is ready the teacher will appear.

There is a law of the book that reaches in two directions. The writer must write clear and the reader must work to
understand what the writer is saying. If this doesn’t happen the writer is writing in vain and the reader is reading in
vain. Knowledge that is not used is not worth a dime. Ink on paper will just lay there until a mind picks up on it.
Read it clear. There is a “be like.”

1. He shall be like---a tree planted by the river of water.

2. Look in the Concordance under “be like” for God’s “be likes”.

3. The writer writes the “be likes.”

4. The reader works on “being like.”
