This verse identifies us. No man can serve two masters. We need to school ourselves in our calling and get on 
with it.

We need to look for Jesus at the beginning of every day. Unto them that look for Him shall He appear. The 
mercies of God are fresh every morning. God greets us with mercy every morning of our life. Fresh new mercy 
awaits our awakening. Look forward to it every night you go to bed. You will sleep better.
