Jesus said in Luke 21:19 In your patience possess ye your souls. Patience IS Possession. It is a 
law.

The woman has it harder because 
she can not see into the mind of her man his plans for being a better provider. My words to my wife 
were - have patience - time will treat us good. I could see it, but she had to believe me. She came 
up to me the other day and said with a smile, honey - time has treated us good. I didn't have to put 
back anything in the check out line. I paid for it all. 
 
Today I have more patience. I love it - I preach it - I share it. If you will pay the price of patience - 
time will treat you good. If you will pay the price of patience you will possess patience - and in your 
patience you will possess your soul and your goal.
